Brief summary of the Project:

A new Pest Risk Analysis for Tilletia indica has been prepared.  The prediction of the risk of establishment of Tilletia indica in Europe has been achieved by combining wheat crop phenology models with one pathogen model and mapping the results for the European Union.  The prediction of risk is further supported by the results of experimental work on European wheat cultivar susceptibility, teliospore survival in European soils and timing of germination of teliospores in European conditions.  The prediction of the likely economic impact that T. indica could have in the EU has been completed and risk management strategies reviewed.

We hope that you or your colleagues will be interested in attending this conference and look forward to hearing from you in due course.
